 Elderis from “presbuteros”!

 Those who Shepherd the flock

 “Those exercising oversight” (Overseeing)
from “episkoped”

“Elders,” “Overseers” (“bishops,” in KIV) and
“Pastors” (“shepherds”) all refer to the same men,
but emphasize different aspects of their roles!

v | Timothy 3:1-7 (elders), 8-13, Deacons!
