GUIDELINES FOR SERVING 
GOD…(Luke 9-10)

Serve in God’s authority and 
power!, 9:1,6; 10:17-19

�The Battle is the Lord’s!

�The Needs are too great! e.g., 
feeding 5,000; healing demoniac

�So Serve With Humility!, 9:48



GUIDELINES FOR SERVING 
GOD…(Luke 9-10)

Serve With Prayer, 9:18, 28-29; 
10:21-22!

�and worship!, 9:34-35; 10:38-42

�Recognize the need for 
“refueling” and “debriefing,” 
9:10



GUIDELINES FOR SERVING 
GOD…(Luke 9-10)

Serve people, as you have 
opportunity, 9:12-17; 10:25-37, 
38-42
But again...remember...that there 
will always be more needs than 
you can meet!

SERVE WISELY!!!



GUIDELINES FOR SERVING 
GOD…(Luke 9-10)

Serve…Keeping the gospel the 
“main thing,” 9:2, 6, 33-35; 10:9



GUIDELINES FOR SERVING 
GOD…(Luke 9-10)

Serve, in spite of rejection and 
opposition, 9:5, 9, 49-50, 51-56; 
10:10-15

Know that it is Jesus they are 
primarily rejecting, 10:16



GUIDELINES FOR SERVING 
GOD…(Luke 9-10)

Serve With Proper Priorities!, 9:23-
26, 57-62; 10:19-20, 38-42

Serve, without making 
comparisons, 9:46-48, 49-50; 
10:38-42.
