Peter’s “Valleys”...

 His Rebuke of the Lord, Matthew 16:21-23.
Peter...

v’ Thought that he knew more than God!!

v’ Took it upon himself to correct Jesus!!!

v’ Allowed himself to become a tool of Satan!

v’ Was “setting his mind on the things of men
rather than on the things of God.”

v’ He falls asleep!

v' He makes a recommendation that he (probably)
expected to be received gratefully.

v’ His recommendation actually was an insult to
Jesus!

God the Father corrects him!
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Peter’s “Valleys”.

* In the Garden of Gethsemane, Matthew 26:37-46.
v'Three times, Jesus tells them to
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*** We don’t always learn from our mistakes!

* Following God from afar. Mt. 26:57-58.
* Fear!

* Fear of man!



Recovering from a Serious Fall:

* Awareness!

e Grief and Anguish of soul!

* Repentance/Confession of sin!

 Knowing that God is gracious and willing to
forgive!

 ACCEPTING God’s Forgiveness!

* Growing from it and moving beyond it!
