The Church’s Spiritual Leaders…
Their Titles:

→ “Elders”:  Presbuteros

→ “Overseers”

(“Bishops”):  Episcopos

→ Pastor/Shepherd:  

⇨ “Spiritual Maturity” 

and “Respect”

⇨ “Authority and 

Leadership.

⇨ “Function and 

ministry.”



The Church’s Spiritual Leaders…
Their Identification/Selection:

No “Prescription”…Only Illustration and Example

•Appointed by Apostles, Acts 14:23. 

•Appointed by Apostolic Delegates, Titus 1:5-6.

•Appointed by a local church, based on an 

evaluation of qualifications, I Timothy 3:1ff, 

similar to the principle of  Acts 6:1-7, 

esp. v. 3-5. 



Deacons

•“Mentioned,” Philippians 1:1

• “Qualified,” I Timothy 3:8-12

• “Prototype,” Acts 6:1-7.



“Cognate Words”

SERVE Verb Diakoneō

SERVICE Action Diakonia

SERVANT Person Diakonos

Deacon



So Deacons serve in the area 
of the physical and material needs, 

to free the elders to serve 
in the area of the spiritual needs…

prayer, study, teaching, discipleship.

Qualifications for Elders/Overseers/Pastors:

•“Above reproach,” 1:6, 7.

Literally, “not called in”

So there is nothing in his life that he can be 

“called into account for.”

Not sinless perfection, but…

he “keeps short accounts with sin.”
