* A clear presentation of the topic...

* Followed by a section of hypophora...Paul
posing and answering potential questions
about that topic.



Cycle 1: Romans 1:18-3:20

The Universal Need of Justification!
* Presented, 1:18-2:29

v For the “heathen,” 1:18-32.
v For the “moralist,” 2:1-16
v For the Jew, 2:17-29

* Hypophora: Paul poses and answers
potential questions, 3:1-20.



Cycle 2: Romans 3:21-4:235

The Only Means of Justification: FAITH!
 Presented, 3:21 -- 26.

* Hypophora: Paul poses and answers
potential questions, 3:27 -- 4:25.

* “(All) fall short of the glory of God,” 23.

The Contrast: “But now,” 21

* Witnessed by the Law and the Prophets, 21.

* Displayed 1n the death of Christ, 25.
* Demonstrated at the present time, 26!
