Israel’s Failure...

*[srael sought justification by works, not by
faith, 9:32.

*|srael stumbled over the stumbling stone...
Christ!, 9:32-33.

*|srael thought zeal was sufficient, 10:2.

*|srael rejected knowledge, 10:2-3.

*|srael sought to establish their own
righteousness...not God’s, 10:3.



“For Christ is the end of the law for
righteousness to everyone who believes.”

* Christ was the “Goal” of the Law,

Galatians 3:24
* Christ was the “Termination” of the Law,
Galatians 3:23, 25.



Israel’s Failure...

*|srael forgot that those who choose the
righteousness of the Law must live by it, 10:5
*srael thought justification was something “far
off,” 10:6-8. Cp. Deuteronomy 30:11-16.

*|srael rejected the satisfaction that comes
from justification by faith, 9:33; 10:11; 1 Peter
2:6; Isaiah 28:16.
